| have been writing articles for the newsletter since 1981
when Mark Cumberland and | put together the first issue
of Hoofprints, but this is the hardest article | have ever
had to write.

HOSES!

The HOT weather is here! After that long 3 days of
winter and 2 days of sprin
for all of us but not the
upon for their over worked cooling system. Take a few
minutes to carefully check each hose, upper and lower
radiator hoses as well as heater and bypass hoses.

Look around the engine compartment for any sign of
spray or leakage, most problems start as a tiny trickle

but build up quickly if not resolved. Study the ends, that
is where most cracks first show themselves, even a

small seepage will leave a trace of white residue which

is noticeable. Squeeze each hose, feel for a soft mushy
feeling or a hard brittle feel, neither is good. A good

hose will have a strong thick feel, flexible and quick to
return to its original shape when pressed. Look for
cracks, bulges or anything
cheap fix now, an expensive tow on some out of the way
road later! Concours correct hoses and clamps are
available through most Mustang supply houses for the
Classic Mustangs. They cost a bit more and do the
same job as what“s availab
except they do have the right names and numbers
printed on them.

Ebecigthase

To remove the old hoses sometimes takes a bit of
muscle, first loosen the clamps and push them down the
hose to be out of the way, and then try to firmly pull and
twist to remove the hose. If that fails, gently pry with a
slotted screw driver, be careful not to score or bend the
metal piece the hose fits on. If all else fails, a safety
blade can come to the rescue, carefully cut the hose and
peel it off. Once removed, clean the metal and inspect
for any cracks or defects, now is the time to fix any
problems. Slide the new hose over the outlet making
sure to get it all the way on, most have a slight flange the
clamp will sit behind to help form a really good seal,
make sure you have room for it. Slide the new clamp on
and tighten. A flush and fill and your ready for the
ravages of the
engine is a HAPPY ENGINE !
