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New Product Review

Forever Black Tire Gel

Really black and shiny tires make a car stand tall. Tires
by their nature have a dull grayness that always wants to
come through. It seems like no matter how hard we try,
that deep rich black color fades all too quickly and the
shine seems to vanish after every cruise. Just go to any
car show and you will see tires being re-polished after
even the shortest of drives. So when | saw the word
“Forever” in the title of this product, | had to give it a try.
It is very simple to use, first step, clean your tires in the
normal fashion, shake the bottle of Tire Gel and use the
sponge applicator provided with the product to wipe it
on. Do not use this in direct sunlight; if it dries too
quickly, it streaks badly. A few swipes and you are
done. Don't forget to roll your car a few inches to get
that little section in contact with the pavement or you will
have a very unsightly patch. Another concern is to not
get the product on the concrete as it is a dye. A second
coat can be applied after about a 15 minute dry time.
The result is a deep rich black color just as the
manufacturer promised! However, it has a relatively dull
finish and a little wipes off every time you touch it.
Forever, no way but it does last much longer then the
other products | have tried and with a top coat of tire
shine product it does give the tires that deep rich look we
all strive for. As the proud owner of a Classic Mustang, |
am going to continue using this product, at $11.99
available through www.autogeek.net it is a worthwhile
item to have, but the hunt for that perfect product that
does it all continues!
