On New Years Eve of 2005 I made the mistake of 
stopping by Jordan Motorsports on Pat Booker Rd. to 
visit with one of the salespersons, Carter Boyer, who 
had sold me a number of cars. I was driving my low-
mileage 2000 silver GT, but out in front was a recent 
trade-in. 
 
The trade-in was just what I would have wanted if I had 
ordered a new 2005 MustangðGT, automatic, Mach 
500 stereo, mineral gray metallic, cloth seats, and Bullet 
wheels. After discovering that I could order an identically 
optioned 2006 for $8000 more, I decided that the 2005 
with 4,000 miles on it just might be a good deal. Carter 
made me a deal, and I have never been sorry. I liked my 
2000, but I love the 2005. 
 
However, I did discover some interesting things about 
the 2005 Mustang, which I would like to share: 
 
1. The passenger-side airbag cannot be turned off. That 
feature started in 2006. 
 
2. Right after I bought the car, the driverôs side window 
would not come up the last ¼ inch after the door was 
closed. A nice feature of Mustangs starting in 2005 is 
that the window drops down about ¼ inch when you 
open the door and then goes up when you close the 
door. This makes a nice seal. My warranty fixed it, but I 
discovered later, when reading the ownerôs manual, that 
I could have performed a simple fix myself. I didnôt need 
to go to the dealer. 
 
3. After I had the car about a year, I noticed that the 
driverôs-side door handle would not return flush after I 
shut the door. A quick Google search revealed that this 
was a common problem. After Googling for a diagram of 
how to dissemble the door, I found that fixing the 
problem was pretty simple. I wrote an article detailing the 
fix in our Club newsletter, March 2009. I fixed it at least 
two years ago, and it has stayed fixed. I also have a new 
door handle, which I really did not need.  
 
4.  Last, as any of you 2005-present Mustang owners 
know, you can buy lots and lots of Different parts to 
personalize your car. It is really amazing. See, as just 
one Example, MossMuscle.com.  They will send you a 
free catalog.

On October 25, 2009 the San Antonio Mustang Clubôs 
28

th
 annual charity car show for Dare to Love (a local 

childrenôs charity) took on its biggest challenge yet:  how 
to put on a first-class event spread over two different 
areas. 
 
Our annual show has become known as the biggest and 
best show in town, a must attend event.  Last yearôs 
event drew 281 cars, and we had to turn away another 
100 vehicles due to lack of space. 
 
Over the past three years the Bass Pro Shop has hosted 
our event.  To help us meet our growing need for more 
space not only did they provide their employeesô parking 
lot but also they gave us part of their customer parking 
lot for additional space.  So now the challenge became 
how to satisfy participants, vendors, and sponsors in 
both areas during the show.  The answer was ñtimes 
twoò on everything. Did it work?  YES! 
 
Since we had two major Ford dealers, Northside Ford 
and Jordan Ford (the oldest dealership in the city) as our 
sponsors, we were able to build two stand-alone shows 
into one very large one.  Being that each parking area 
was located on a different level, we provided each 
sponsor a separate area for their display. Also, each 
level had its own registration area, refreshments, disc 
jockey, static displays and support staff (traffic control, 
judges, and club host).  Now, just picture a lower-level 
car show and an upper-level car show connected by a 
vendor midway in between.  Using this format, we were 
able to park the large number of cars in both lots at the 
same time. {We were also able to start judging in both 
areas at the same time, than combine they together to 
determine the overall winners}.  
 
The Club arrived at 6:00 A.M. for set up, and cars 
started arriving around 7:00 A.M.  Judging began by 
9:00 A.M. and was completed by 2:00 P.M.  As I said 
earlier, everything was done ñtimes two,ò which included 
the judging.  Each car was judged twice by two different 
judges.  What made this such a big accomplishment was 
the fact that of the 429 cars we had displayed in the 
show 389 were judged. 
 
This show is one of the ways we give back to the 
community on an annual basis, but this year was also a 
way to recognize one of our original members, Raymond 
Smith.   Founded in 1980, we are the oldest Mustang

 started.  He and his wife Barbara were very active in the 
club and traveled to many of the MCA events both in and 
out of Texas.  In April we lost Ray to cancer. We lost not 
only a Mustang lover but also a very dear friend. 
 
Ray loved the classic Mustang, owning a number of 
different ones. His pride was a 1967 Blue coupe, which 
he owned for many years.  Now that he has passed, a 
fellow club member who lives in Germany purchased the 
car. 
 
Before the car show awards presentation began, the 
club held a special memorial for Ray.  Jack and Barb 
Klug (also original members) presented a special trophy 
to one of the car owners at the show who they felt best 
reflected Rayôs love of Mustangs.   Jim Terrell and his 
beautiful 1966 red coupe was the recipient. Also on hand 
was George Hill (Spurs basketball player and guest of 
Dare to Love), who presented the keys to Rayôs Mustang 
to Bernd Heer, its new owner.  In the future, Rayôs car 
will be running the roads of Europe helping keep the 
Ford Mustang legend alive. 
 
This yearôs show had 45 different classes plus a number 
of special interest and race cars displays.  Even through 
this was our largest show to date, the day moved along 
very well and everything was completed on schedule.  
By 5:00 P.M. the show was over, and the clean up 
started.
