REPORTS ON THE 

NEW MUSTANG 
 
I have been reading Consumer 
Reports magazine for many years, 
and I love it. But what I discovered 
is that going back for many years 
they generally do not like muscle 
cars, especially those made in 
America. I  even have a copy of 
their review of the new Mustang in 
1965, and they did not like  it 
particularly.  

 
So, you can imagine my shock when I discovered two reviews of the new Mustang this year, one article 
comparing the 6-cylinder Camaro with the 6 -cylinder Mustang (October 2010, pages 56-58) and another 
discussing both the 5.0 GT and the 5.0 Convertible (November 2010, pages 60-62). 
 
In the 6-cylinder comparison article, CR praised virtually everything about the Mustang: performance, 
fun factor, fuel economy, agility, reliability, and transmission. The only positive  things they praised 
about the Camaro were the leather -covered steering wheel and the fact that it òjuggledó a little less 
than the Mustang.  They did not give the Camaro a check -rated recommendation.  
 
In the GT article, CR had the following to say as a very positive overview: ò The Mustang GT is fast and 
agile and tackles corners and straightaways with equal ability. A decent ride and comfortable front 
seats make it livable. The V8 engine is powerful, sounds great, and gets decent fuel economy. You lose 
some agility with the conv ertible and gain some body shake. In either form, and with either the manual 
or automatic transmission, the GT is an enjoyable muscle caró (p. 60). Needless to say, they 
recommend both cars.  
 
On a different, and more historical, note, at the end of the 6 -cylinder article, CR compares the 1970 
Boss 302 with the 2011 Mustang V6.  The comparison is fascinating since we usually like to think of the 
original Boss 302õs of 1969 and 1970 as the ultimate performance Mustangs. Here is the comparison 
(actually contr ast):  
 
1970 Boss 302    2011 Mustang V6  
290 hp     305 hp 
0-60 mph in 8.0 seconds  6.2 seconds 
¼ mile time is 16.0 seconds   14.8 seconds 
¼ mile speed is 93 mph   98 mph 
fuel economy is 11 mpg   24 mpg 
60-0 braking is 130 ft.    134 ft.  
 
Interesting what we used to think was a òhotó car.

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MUSTANGFEST 2010

The Good, the Bad and the Ugly!  
 
It was with the greatest of anticipation waiting for Mustangfest to once again kick off.  Finally, 
September 30th arrived.  The Ponies Gathered in Mustang Oklahoma, 7 of them this year as opposed to 
the single car of last year, many more joined along the way.  Arrangements had been made for police 
assistance to get through congested traffic areas and they did their job well.  Sykora Family Ford  
provided a lunch stop with the opportunity to share in the fellowship with a new sponsor then back on 
the road again.   Heading south to San Antonio where a hundred mo re Mustangs were waiting for their 
Oklahoma contingent to arrive.  They arrived right on time at Cowboys Dance Hall in San Antonio.   
 
Jordan Ford  had out done themselves; they had everything ready and waiting to really get this party 
rocking!  Areas of th e parking lot had been partitioned off just for Mustangfest and local Mustang 
owners to park and display their cars.  Approximately 65 cars were on display.  Inside the dance hall, 
the second floor had been reserved for the Mustangfest only diner and dance .  Jordon Ford hired Zioõs 
to do the catering.  A delicious buffet of Garden and Caesar Salad, with all the Pasta you could eat, 
loaded with Sausage, Meatballs and Chicken, complimented by rolls and fresh baked brownies had been 
laid out before us!  About 105 people enjoyed the diner.  Then a few brave souls made their way down 
to the dance floor to work off a few of those calories!  A wonderful diner and a great first day for the 
start of MustangFest, thank you Jordon and Sykora Ford!  
 
Friday October 1st we once again gathered at Cowboys Dance Hall.  By 11:30AM, the parking lot was full 
of shiny Mustangs just waiting to head south.  Tom Bader of the San Antonio Mustang Club conducted a 
drivers meeting, providing directions and the agenda for the trip, at Hi gh Noon, off we rode.  94 
Mustangs lined up and headed out of the parking lot filled with anticipation and high expectations then 
it happened!  Murphyõs Law showed up and stopped the caravan cold!  Just before the entrance to 
route 35, there it was, a trai n stopped dead on the tracks with no intention of moving for a good long 
time!  Tom Bader in the lead car made a quick command decision, turned the convoy around and 
headed out the back door.  Unfortunately this meant a few extra turns through the heavily congested 
410 loop but we all made it through and resumed our voyage to Mustang Island.   
 
The ride to Mustangfest was smooth once we got all the participants gathered back up.  It was a 
beautiful sight to see the long line of Mustangs lead by Tom Baders G T 500KR, then the newly acquired 
2011 Pace car of Mike Dumont followed by the most unique of all Barricade the Saleen Mustang 
Decepticon Police Car, everyoneõs favorite, if you donõt remember Barricade from last year, check out 
the Transformers movie.  Bar ricade looks exactly like a standard police car until you read the words on 
the side, where most police cars have to serve and protect; Barricade has to Enslave and Punish !  
 
Along the route more Mustangs joined the caravan.  At our first stop, I could not even count the cars 
but was told the count was 104.  The 15 minute stop was well needed to help keep the caravan in tight 
formation.  Then off we went resuming our journey to Mustangfest.  As we got closer to our next stop, 
Island Tom was over head in the helicopter taking pictures and attracting attention.  Champion Ford 
continued their support of Mustangfest from last year but this year was better prepared for us having 
had their entire front lot cleared and ready for us, we did not disappoint.  We filled  the lot to 
overflowing with Mustangs!  Film crews were on hand as the line of Mustangs wound their way on to 
Champion Fords parking lot.  Once parked, Champion provided cold drinks and hats for all the drivers.   
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After 30 minutes or so, we once again sad dled up and headed out.  Local Police had been prepared for 
us and had the traffic well under control allowing all of our cars to get out together and resume our 
single file caravan to Mustang Island.  As we crossed the bridge, we went double and took over  both 
lanes of the bridge as film crews took footage of the Mustang stampede!  That must have been a 
beautiful sight; I canõt wait to see it posted on the web!   
 
Arriving on Mustang Island, our first stop was the Plantation Suites were many of the participants had 
reservations.  The local Police once again had the traffic under control to allow all Mustangs access to 
the parking lot.  In a column of twos, we quickl y over filled their parking capacity but we all jammed in 
there and went on to registration for the event.  The line for registration quickly got way too long and 
was too slow.  There was confusion over procedures and many people left without completing 
registration or getting their promised T shirts.  The Motels registration line was also quickly over 
whelmed and long waits were required to get your room.  Needless to say, a frustrating experience 
which should have been avoided.    
 
After completing regist ration or giving up until the day of the show, everyone broke up and went to 
their chosen hotel or condo.  Getting out of the parking lot at Plantation suites was another problem as 
the driveway was filled to the brim with Mustangs but it was finally compl eted and we were once again 
on our way.   
 
For our first night of MustangFest, diner was arranged at Pelicans Landing, one of the Islands better 
known restaurants.  We started arriving at 5:30PM, however by 5:45PM, the food trays were empty!  
The chef came out complaining that they were lied to!  I was standing there looking at a long line of 
people, no food on the buffet line and wondering how anyone could have lied to them.  An event was 
planned, the people showed up and this was the selected restaurant!  It left me scratching my head in 
amazement.  The restaurant within 15 minutes or so did get more food going, after all how long does it 
take to cut open what I am sure was frozen prepackaged proportioned chicken breasts with some 
seasoning added, microwave it and dump it into a tray!  The fiasco at the food line was followed up by 
bad service and some misunderstandings about the billing and costs of diner.  Then to top off this 
wonderful experience, they added an 18% gratuity to the bill.  
 
Well this kind of stuff happens and no one wanted it to put a damper on the event so grin and bear it 
was the attitude and off we went to the best part of the evening the òMUSTANG ELVISó show!  Elvis 
made his appearance and just like last year, he wowed the crowd with hi s songs and performance!  For 
over an hour he sang Elvis songs peppered with his own Mustang inspired songs and added a new 
Mustang Lady Song to the line up!  The show was wonderful, I was sorry to see it end!  Island Tom has 
been promising a Mustang Elvis CD since last year and if it ever does get into production, I want a copy, 
no make that several copies!  
 
A little more party was to be had at the òBack Porchó, one of the Islandõs premiere night spots.  They 
feature local musicians with an Island motif ba r, a pleasant way to spend some time.  This was 
followed by a late night diner trip to one of my personal favorite island spots, the òPort Aransas 
Brewing Companyó!  Time to fill up on some Boss 302 Pizza, Mustang Ale and top it off with some of 
the best w ings I have ever tasted!  I am glad they are sponsors of MustangFest; I look forward to their 
delicious menu with every trip to the Island!   
 
Saturday was an early start to get the car show up and going.  Upon arrival it was apparent many things 
had changed from last year.  The location where the show was held last year was now allocated for just 
the vendors, from there you had to walk a long distance to were the Mustangs were being lined up for 
display.  Not the best set up but workable.  Where the Mustan gs were being parked was a 2 lane strip 
of road which connected the main road with a residential section.  Grass fields are on both sides.  In 
one area, the four legged Mustangs from the Department of the Interior were corralled for the adaption 
process.  I understand all of the Mustangs found new homes!  On the other side in the middle, was the 
registration, disc jockey providing music and auction area.  Two golf carts were put into service to 
shuttle people back and forth.  After a couple of hours nature took its course and we discovered the 
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port -a-potties were no where to be found!  Island Tom had ordered them but I guess they were on 
Island time and figured they would get there some time!  Some time turned out to be about 11am.   
 
The rest of the day was  filled with typical car show happenings, people enjoying the show, seeing a 
variety of cars they normally could not see, getting to talk to local and not local Mustang Owners along 
with fellow enthusiasts, all in all a good time was had.   Island Tom arra nged to have a plane taxied in 
from the airport and a few skydivers livened up the show with some close by jumps!  Even the weather 
cooperated; we did not experience the oppressive heat and humidity of last yearõs event.  Even though 
the event happened and  we accomplished what we intended, a lot of complaints were registered, first 
by the local people not allowed to use their access road and having to drive around to get home, then 
the lack of bathroom facilities, then the vendors because they were way too far away from the crowd.  
Then finally many of the people complaining about the amount of distance they had to cover to see the 
cars, from where they had to park to where the cars were on display was too great of a distance for 
many of the people to deal w ith and 2 golf carts did not make that much of a difference.  It is obvious 
that MustangFest has outgrown this facility!   
 
Sunday, the final day of MustangFest was upon us.  The closing ceremonies were conducted at the Host 
Hotel, òThe Dunesó.  Their pool area was filled with chairs and a continental breakfast was set out 
buffet style.  Island Tom was the MC for this event.  He started off with a few announcements followed 
by the awards ceremony.  Unfortunately, one of the two boxes of awards had been misd irected and 
was not there to be presented.  Also not present was the Mayor of Port Aransas and many of the 
participants of the weekendõs event.  The ceremony was very short, as soon as the awards had been 
announced it drew to a conclusion.  Noticeably miss ing was the presentation of the sponsored charityõs 
donation and the Elvis Poolside party was cancelled without notice to the guests or Elvis himself!  I sat 
there wondering what just happened!  A disappointing end to the second Mustangfest.  Folks, Elvis has 
left the building.  
 
As a post script to this report, at the October 6 th San Antonio Mustang Club meeting, it was unanimously 
voted that the club will no longer participate in this event as the host club or promote the event in any 
fashion.
